Dear parishioners and friends:

Saturday, November 15, 2025, the Vietnamese Catholic Community of the Diocese of San José will gather at
Our Lady of La Vang Church to solemnly celebrate the Feast of the Vietnamese Martyrs. The celebration will
be coordinated by Our Lady of La Vang Vietnamese Parish.

This year’s celebration carries special significance, taking place during the Jubilee Year 2025, and marking
the 37th anniversary of Saint Pope John Paul II’s canonization of the 117 Vietnamese Martyrs (1988-2025).

In Vietnam, the Conference of Catholic Bishops of Vietnam has designated the 33rd Sunday in Ordinary Time
each year as the Feast Day of the Vietnamese Martyrs. In the United States, however, Vietnamese Catholic
communities typically observe this feast at a convenient time in mid-November.

In San Jos¢, the Diocesan Vietnamese Pastoral Office has chosen Saturday, November 15, 2025, at 9:00 a.m.
for this major celebration. Most Reverend Andy C. Ligot, Auxiliary Bishop of the Diocese of San José, will
preside at the Mass.

Here is the program schedule:

9:00 AM: Procession of the Relics of the Vietnamese Martyrs through downtown San José.

10:00 AM: Cultural performance “The Heroic Witness of the Vietnamese Martyrs” presented by the Lasan
Youth Cultural Troupe.

10:30 AM: Solemn Mass in Honor of the Vietnamese Martyrs.

11:30 AM: Community Banquet.

Following the Mass, the Auxiliary Bishop will preside over the blessing of the Monument of the Vietnamese
Martyrs located in the church courtyard — a sculptural work by artist Bui Xuan Thai, completed through the
dedication of the Parish Building Committee.

Attending the Feast of the Vietnamese Martyrs is a sacred opportunity to return to the roots of our faith. The
Martyrs are the seeds of faith sown in blood, bearing fruit in the steadfastness and courage of their spiritual
descendants today.

As we come together to honor them, we renew the faith they courageously witnessed to — a faith that
transcends history and continues to shine in the world today. As Saint Pope John Paul II proclaimed at the
canonization of the 117 Vietnamese Martyrs on June 19, 1988: “The blood of the martyrs has become the seed
that brings forth new Christians. They are the heroic witnesses of faith, the pride of the Church in Vietnam and
of the entire Universal Church.”

On this day of remembrance for our heroic ancestors — how can the children of the Vietnamese Martyrs not
come to honor their legacy and draw strength from their faith?
