Dear parishioners and friends:

Some people go through life seeing what they don’t like — a person’s political view or decision, lifestyle,
clothing, accent, or faith — and they react with irritation, anger, criticism or judgment. They focus on
differences, not humanity. They stay in their small circle of sameness and call the rest of the world

“problematic.” Poor them. Because when your eyes are trained only to see flaws, your heart forgets how to
see beauty. And when everything feels wrong to you, happiness never finds a home. When everything
offends you, joy has nowhere to live.

In most jobs, getting caught sleeping on the job might land you in hot water, but at AirAsia, the airline’s
unconventional CEO took one such moment as an opportunity to celebrate his hardworking cabin crew and
staff on social media. He chose to see the good: tired workers who give their best every day. He celebrated
their effort, and because of that, both he and his employees were happy. The CEO was happy because he
saw dedication. The employees were happy because they felt appreciated. Appreciation multiplies joy;
criticism multiplies misery. That’s what happens when you choose to see the good side of life.
