Dear parishioners and friends:

Next Saturday, November 16, 2024, the Vietnamese Catholic Community in the Diocese of San Jose will celebrate the
feast of the Vietnamese Martyrs at Our Lady of La Vang Church at 9:30 AM. The celebration will begin with a solemn
street procession in downtown San Jose. Following the procession, there will be a solemn Mass presided over by the
Bishop of the Diocese. The event will bring together the diocesan bishop, Vietnamese priests, deacons, religious men
and women, and all groups from the Vietnamese communities in parishes, as well as the entire community of God’s
people.

In Vietnam, the Catholic Bishops’ Conference annually designates the 33rd Sunday of Ordinary Time as the feast day
of the Vietnamese Martyrs. In overseas communities, however, local groups select convenient dates while following the
liturgical guidelines of the U.S. Bishops’ Conference, which maintains the liturgy for the 33rd Sunday of Ordinary
Time.

I would like to share the significance of the feast of the Vietnamese Martyrs. In traditional Vietnamese culture, the death
anniversaries of relatives are considered important. These occasions allow family members of different generations to
remember and honor the virtues of their ancestors and departed loved ones, while also fostering bonds of love among
family members. For Vietnamese Catholics, the Vietnamese martyrs are our heroic ancestors. While we do not observe
a simple memorial for them, we elevate their remembrance through the liturgy with the Feast of the Vietnamese
Martyrs. The Vietnamese Catholic Church takes pride in having the Feast of the Vietnamese Martyrs included in the
universal liturgical calendar by the Holy See as an obligatory memorial. The entire world honors the Vietnamese
Martyrs on this day; as their descendants, how could we not value it? Therefore, at this upcoming celebration, let us
gather to remember their heroic witness, honor them, and strengthen our unity and love within the community.

What is the meaning of the solemn procession carrying the relics of the Vietnamese martyrs? On that morning, the
procession will carry the relics of the Vietnamese martyrs on a boat, symbolizing the Church of Vietnam setting sail.
The Church of Vietnam setting sail on the homeland waters is common, but the boat of Vietnamese faithful setting sail
in the Sillicon Valley marks a special moment. A street procession is an opportunity for the descendants of the
Vietnamese martyrs to publicly bear witness to their faith. It is also a way to show our fidelity and commitment to the
Church and express our Christian faith to the community and society.

Additionally, the procession gathers a large number of faithful, from the bishop to the priests, deacons, religious men
and women, and laypeople. This helps build unity and solidarity within the Catholic community, encouraging everyone
to live out their faith together and share a sense of fellowship. The procession also serves as a time for the Vietnamese
Catholic community in San Jose to ask for God’s blessing, through the intercession of the Vietnamese martyrs, not only
for Catholics but for all those around them.
