Dear parishioners and friends:

The tradition of the Corpus Christi procession dates back to the Middle Ages, around the 13th century, when
Pope Urban IV established the Feast of Corpus Christi in 1264. Since then, Catholics have not only
celebrated this solemnity with a special Mass but have also reverently carried the Blessed Sacrament in
public processions, openly professing faith in the real presence of Christ in the Eucharist.

Carrying the Blessed Sacrament beyond the church walls is not meant to impose our faith but to proclaim
publicly that God desires to dwell among His people, present in every street and corner of daily life. The
Church encourages this act to be done with deep reverence, in harmony with civil order, and with respect
for those of other beliefs.

In this year’s procession, the bishop will bestow Eucharistic blessings at three meaningful stops: in front of
Our Lady of La Vang Church, he will bless the Vietnamese community; in front of City Hall, he will bless
all the people of the city; and in front of the Basilica Cathedral, he will pray and bless the faithful of the
entire diocese. These stops symbolize the desire to bring the Real Presence of Christ to the local community,
the civic heart of the city, and the entire diocesan family.

The three-year National Eucharistic Revival initiated by the United States Catholic Bishops Conference is
now coming to its conclusion, with the goal of rekindling love and hunger for the Eucharist — the “source
and summit” of Christian life. In a world marked by conflicts, violence, and displays of power, the Eucharist
proclaims a radically different power: the power of self- giving love. Christ, the Bread broken and shared,
nourishes countless people and builds communion, calling every believer to become “bread broken” for
others.

Last Sunday, Cardinal Blase J. Cupich of Chicago, in his homily honoring Pope Leo XIV, offered a
thought-provoking reminder: “Immigrants are an invitation.” He said: “They are here not by invasion, but
by invitation — an invitation to harvest the fruits of the earth... to clean our tables, homes and hotel rooms;
to landscape our lawns; and yes, even an invitation to care for our children and elders.”

Through these words, we are reminded that the Eucharist is not only the Body and Blood of Christ
nourishing our souls but also the driving force that compels us to open our hearts to welcome immigrants
— people who, in hidden ways, break themselves open to serve us every day. This Corpus Christi
procession is also a call for each of us to become bread broken for others, to be a living sign of Christ’s love
by welcoming, protecting, and upholding the dignity of every person, especially the vulnerable, immigrants,
and those at the margins of society.

May we all unite in prayer and join this year’s Corpus Christi procession, living out the true spirit of the
Eucharist: to receive, to break, to share, and to carry the love of Christ into every street of our city and every
corner of our troubled world.
